
What do flashing 
yellow lights on a 

school bus indicate?

Flashing yellow lights mean 
the bus is preparing to stop to 

load or unload children. 
Slow down and prepare to stop.

When a stopped school bus flashes its red 
light(s) and deploys its stop-arm, motorists 

approaching from either direction must stop 
before reaching the bus. You should stop at 

least 20 feet away from the bus.

What do flashing 
red lights on a school 

bus indicate? 

Flashing red lights mean the bus has 
stopped and children are getting 

on or off. You cannot drive again until 
the flashing red lights stop and the 

stop-arm is retracted.

School bus stop-arm cameras identify 
illegal passers by license plate number. 

Tickets are issued to a vehicle’s 
registered owner.

1st Violation: $250
Subsequent Violations: Up to $300
